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We came together in a big way to support downtown revitalization in Civic Center. With a mere $2M investment from the
City and $500,000 in private sector donations we leveraged existing resources and transformed United Nations Plaza!

Last year’s investment in the first phase of revitalization efforts worked! What’s more, the improvements have served to
enhance neighboring Fulton Plaza and Civic Center Plaza as well; making this a historic moment in our City’s history.

UN Plaza is averaging 7,000 weekly visits

Heart of the City Farmers Market is averaging 2,600 daily visits

Daytime drug-related incidents are down 78%

Sales have increased at adjacent cafes

Employers report workers prefer coming to the office on days when events are taking place in the Plazas

Regular programming on UN and Fulton Plazas includes a variety of free programming: fithess and dance classes,
chess and mahjong lessons, games, live music performances, festivals, and shopping opportunities such as the farmers
and vintage markets. At the core of UN Plaza’s new vibrancy is the free fitness classes offered by Rae Studios, taking
place every day, 12 classes per week. Around two-thirds of class participants are between the ages of 20-35 years old,
many who now attend multiple classes each week and proudly proclaim, “| train at UN!”

Sunday’s chess and mahjong lessons also attract repeat participants, particularly among seniors who represent around
35% of the chess and mahjong-goers. Youth are also coming to UN Plaza for chess, representing around 20% of chess
participants.

Continued investment over the next three years is paramount to the continued success of activation, infrastructure and
safety initiatives in these public spaces.
